Jakarta, 13 September 2017 – The European Union (EU) and the Association of 

Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) are inviting undergraduate students in ASEAN of all 

disciplines to apply for the fourth batch of the SHARE scholarships to study at ASEAN or 

EU universities for one semester in the period December 2017 – August 2018. 

The application period will open on 13 September 2017 and run until 10 November 2017.

Francisco Fontan, the EU Ambassador to ASEAN, said that, “The EU in collaboration with 

ASEAN is providing 500 scholarships for ASEAN students through the EU Support to 

Higher Education in ASEAN Region (SHARE) programme.

programme has taught us in the past thirty years how important studying abroad is for  
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individual careers as well as for building a regional community. I strongly encourage

Following the great success of the first three batches of the SHARE Scholarship 

Programme, the EU and ASEAN have awarded 171 full scholarships to ASEAN 

undergraduate students from 32 ASEAN universities in 8 ASEAN Member States. For the 

fourth batch, there are total 175 scholarships will be provided for undergraduate students 

in ASEAN.
