5 Tracks of Class 

Module for Exchange 

Students 

Students have 5 types of class module to choose from when coming 

to exchange at NCCU: 

Exchange study period timetable Link 

1. Full-Time Mandarin Class ONLY: students who choose this will 

have 3 hours of Mandarin class every day from Monday ~ Friday 

for 12 weeks each term(except 10 weeks for the Winter term). 

Students of this choice won't be able to register 

academic courses at any department except for auditing 

(sitting-in), but as "auditing students," they won't receive any 

credits or grades. Full-time Mandarin classes are available in Fall, 

Winter and Spring term. Students for one semester exchange can 

take only one term of Full-time Mandarin and students for one 

academic year exchange can take up to three terms. 

2. Academic classes ONLY: students who choose this domain will 

only focus on their academic classes, and most of them will take 

up to 15~18 credits (5~6 subjects) per semester.  

3. Academic classes + Part-Time Mandarin Class: this will be an 

ideal choice for students who need to take credit-given academic 

courses but also want to learn some Mandarin during their study 

at NCCU. The Mandarin class will have 3-hour class per week for 

18 weeks. 

4. 1st Full-Time Mandarin Class ONLY + 2nd Academic Class 

ONLY (1st Three-month for One CLC term + 2nd One School 

Semester): this is only available for student exchanging for 1 

year.  

5. 1st Academic Class ONLY + 2nd Full-Time Mandarin Class 

ONLY (1st One School Semester + 2nd Three-month for One 

CLC term): this is only available for student exchanging for 1 

year. 

Notice: No separate switching of Mandarin class type is allowed after 

students have chosen a course module in the application system. 

Mandarin courses are only open to exchange students whose mother 

language is not Chinese. Thus, students with nationality of Macau, Hong 

Kong, China, and Taiwan are only eligible for “Academic Classes ONLY” 

module.

 The Tuition Waiver available for Full-time(15hrs) Mandarin class: Fall, 

Winter and Spring term (1 term only for one semester exchange, 3 terms 

max for one year exchange).

First-term tuition waiver is guaranteed, but waiver for the following terms 

will be decided on student’s previous performance. Students with one 

semester exchange are only applicable for the first term tuition waiver. 

 

Student with Huayu Enrichment Scholarship CAN NOT be an exchange 

student and are also not eligible for Mandarin Class Tuition Waiver. Please 
see Mandarin Tuition Waiver regulation Article 2b for more detail.

Buy overseas medical insurance in home country to cover the entire

 Apply to 1-year exchange students with ARC (Alien Resident 

Certificate): 

1. Buy Overseas Medical Insurance in home country before departure for 

the first 6 months in Taiwan (Sept.-Feb. or Feb.-July)  

2. Required to join the National Health Insurance after 6 months of 

continuous residence in Taiwan; insurance fee: NT$749/month 

Food NT$10,000/ month (estimated) 

Public Transport NT$3,000/ month (estimated) 

Textbooks 
NT$5,000~NT$8,000/ semester (estimated) depends on how many classes 

students take 

Accommodation 

Depends on what type of accommodation you choose. It’s less expensive 

for on-campus dormitory, which charges by semester (details refer to V. 

Accommodation Section). 

Off-campus housing fees range from NT$10,000-20,000 per month.
